with our girls. In the past we have brought in Dot Richardson, Jenny Finch, Natasha 
Whatley, Tairia Flowers and Cat Osterman. In May 2008 the organization brought in the 
entire Olympic team as part of their Bound for Beijing pre-Olympic tour. 

 
But all this comes with a price. The player fee for 2010 will be $690.00. While this 

may sound like a lot, compared to other organizations our fee can be hundreds less.
